With a 14% growth year-on-year over the past three 
years, we’re excited to share that we have already 
exceeded 1000 students enrolled across our 6 schools. 

In addition to quality education every student receives 
2 hot meals a day.

Statistically, every student represents a household of 
8-10 members extending our reach to 10,000 lives every 
year through our Impact Schools.

With over 80 educators and administrators, this is not a 
simple program; this is a qualified education ecosystem 
where we get to bring hope  to these communities around 
South Africa. 

In 2025, we were excited to open up our first special needs 
classroom, a resource desperately needed in the 
communities where those with disabilities are often 
overlooked. In 2026 we will add two more Special Needs 
classrooms at our Kya Sands School location.

Did you know that in South Africa, on average, 3,500 babies are 
dumped every year? This is a pandemic that is in dire need of 
rescue. Our Awareness team has gone above and beyond to ensure 
all soon-to-be mothers are filled with hope and better, safer 
options, despite the aggressive messaging of baby abortion in 
South Africa. The results we’ve seen have been staggering and 
nothing short of miraculous. 
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Our Impact Baby Rescue initiatives are consistently growing. 
In partnership with the Tim Tebow Foundation, we have five 
baby homes around Johannesburg. In 2025, we received 
our first Child and Youth Centre Certification, allowing us to 
receive more babies into our homes and arms of care. We’re 
growing in 2026 with aims to receive this certification for 
even more of our baby homes. 

Babies are being adopted, hope is being restored and we are 
seeing the goodness of God in this very land. We’ve received 
messages from clinics around Johannesburg confirming a 
decrease in abortions where our teams have brought 
awareness.. All glory to God! 



This year, we’ve welcomed  16  international interns to 
discover and develop their God-given potential as great 
advocates of His love and deploy them into the field. With over 
1,180 hours spent in the mission field, we’ve seen God move in 
miraculous ways through these interns but also in the lives of 
those they’ve ministered to. More than 30 interns will join us 
in 2026
